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A WORD FROM OUR PASTOR

It is wonderful to celebrate Easter with many in
church and all the other signs of some things
returning to the ways before the pandemic hit us.
A thousand thanks to all who helped decorate,
clean, welcome, prepare, read, sing and
everything else that made this year’s Holy Week
and Easter celebrations so prayerful and joyful.

As we go forward, you may have noticed lights on
many nights at the parish Event Center. CYO
basketball and volleyball teams are practicing in
the gym, and we welcomed the Fijian community
to celebrate the presence of Archbishop Peter
with us for a few days of vacation for him. Fire,
kitchen and use permits are being procured so we
can use this center again fully as an integral part
of our parish facilities.

Last year, after a lengthy legal process and with
the assistance of a professional mediator, we
settled our construction defects lawsuit involving
the parish event center. The settlement
reimbursed us for our initial repair costs and the
legal expenses the Diocese incurred on our behalf,
and provided the additional funding needed to
repair the building. These repairs were completed
by Oliver & Company, a trusted Diocesan general
contractor, and not by the original builder.

| am pleased to report the building repairs have
been completed!

Repair work included waterproofing the leaking
portions of below-grade walls, applying a
waterproof coating to the above-grade exterior
concrete masonry walls, repair or replacement of
leaking flashings and damaged stucco, drainage
improvements around the hillside perimeter of
the building, caulking sidewalk and retaining wall
joints, door and window repairs, roof repairs, and
repair or replacement of water-damaged interior
walls, doors, and flooring.

For those who are new to this issue, the building
was completed in 2009, but the construction
defects were not discovered until September
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2016 when a sink flooded a
restroom. During the cleanup,
we  discovered signs  of
significant  additional  water
damage unrelated to the sink
overflow.

What we thought would be a
temporary closure became much longer. After
removing the damaged portions of drywall and
gym floor, we found additional widespread
damage from ongoing water intrusion that until
then had been hidden beneath the floor and
behind walls. Detailed inspections by experts
hired by the Diocese led to a decision in 2018 to
sue the original builder. Our lawsuit was
complicated by the builder and several
subcontractors having gone out of business.

What about the gym floor? In September 2017 we
held a fundraising drive and raised $25,000 for a
temporary gym floor. You may have heard our
insurance company purchased a replacement
wood gym floor for us. Because of the time it
would take to resolve the lawsuit and make
repairs to prevent further water intrusion, we
decided to sell the flooring to avoid paying
storage fees. We used the sale proceeds to help
cover building repair costs. We will continue using
the current gym floor for now.

Most of the repairs were funded by our insurance
and the settlement. The Diocese paid for the
remaining portion of the repair costs. We did not
need to use the parish and school operating
budgets or our savings to pay for any of the
repairs. It is good to finally put this repairs project
behind us!

| invite everyone to come to the 10am Mass on
May 15. Immediately following the Mass, we will
process over to bless the Event Center again. This
will give everyone a chance to see it as it goes into
use on behalf of many parish groups and others.
This goal finally reached is another cause to
continue our Easter joy!

FEED MY LAMBS

Today’s Gospel (John 21:1-19) tells the story of
the time after the Resurrection when Jesus helped
the apostles catch a large net full of fish. They
didn’t recognize him until they pulled in a catch
so large they could hardly handle it. Afterward, on
the shore, Jesus prepared a breakfast for them of
bread and some of the fish they had caught. When
they ate this meal, they realized that Jesus really
was with them. Do you remember another time
when Jesus fed many people with loaves of bread
and fish (John 6:1-14)? Do you remember a time
when Jesus shared a meal of bread and wine with
his friends (Luke 22:7-20)?

This is the time of year when many parishes
celebrate First Holy Communion. Children are
preparing to receive Jesus for the first time and
share in the Eucharistic meal. They remind us how
important it is always to be prepared and desire
to receive Jesus. Once we have received Jesus
we cannot keep him to ourselves. Jesus reminds
us that we must continue to bring him to others.
Do you know anyone who will be making their
First Communion this year? Are you one of those
children?

The Catechism of the Catholic Church
(#1391-1397) tells us that each time we receive
Holy Communion “fruits,” or wonderful things,
happen. Most importantly, we grow closer to
Jesus. Our venial sins are forgiven and we are
strengthened to resist mortal sin. Finally, the
people of our Church become more firmly united
in doing Christ’s work of serving the poor.
